Superintendent’s Report/Educational Presentation:
Grades 3-8 Assessments — Christine Tona, Executive Director for Curriculum & Instruction

Mrs. Tona offered a PowerPoint presentation sharing the data of the state assessments (on file in the District Clerk’s office. After reviewing the data and
answering questions from Trustees, Mrs. Tona shared a quote from Commissioner of Education John B. King regarding the results of this year’s exams. “I want to
make it very clear that the change in test scores does not mean that students are learning less or that teachers and schools are performing worse than last year.
Proficiency rates — the percentage of students meeting or exceeding the standards — on the Common Core assessments cannot be compared with last year’s
proficiency results since the old scores are from an old test based on the former standards. This is a new beginning and starting point that will provide better,
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clearer information fo parents, teachers, and principals about what our children know and are able to do. The results from these assessments will help you and
your school directly address the learning needs of your child so that he or she gets and/or stays on track for college and career success.”

Trustee Wandasiewicz seconded by Trustee Campasano made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda
